Foundation Stage - Visit From PC Neil
Foundation Stage had a surprise visit on 1st March, World Book Day from PC Neil.  He came to speak to the children about his job and show the children all the  equipment he carries with him.  The children really enjoyed meeting PC Neil, telling him about the crime committed earlier in the week involving Humpty Dumpty, asking him questions about his work and looking inside his police car.
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BMX/Mindset Day
On 13th March, we had an excellent day for children and staff alike when Mike Mullen came in to run a Growth Mindset workshop based on his experiences as a BMX biker. 
Mike is a 3x UK Pro BMX Halfpipe Champion 2017, 2016 & 2014 and a Former World Master BMX Halfpipe Champion.  All the children were enthralled by an assembly where he told his story about overcoming setbacks and striving for success whatever the odds. He performed stunts including jumping over staff on his bike!  The KS2 children had BMX workshop sessions with Mike which were about trying out new things and going for it without worrying about failure. He calls it 'Flearning' which means learning through failure.  It was a brilliant day and the staff also enjoyed an interactive and entertaining workshop at the end of the day to support and help them in their Growth Mindset journey. Football Team

The school team represented Thundridge School at Richard Hale School in the small and rural round-robin tournament against a host of other local schools on 16th March. The early games were closely fought contests against bigger schools separated by the odd goal in favour of the opposition. 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WOW Science Day
Science Assembly

This year’s theme for National Science week was exploration and discovery. In assembly on 14th March we discussed the importance of science in our everyday lives and what makes a great scientist. The children also presented their science home task, explaining what they did and what they found out. Some of the children even demonstrated their findings, as well as making a chemical reaction in a homemade volcano!

Foundation Stage

On science day EYFS joined Years 1&2 to make mini-beast hotels!  They talked as a group about the type of homes mini-beasts might like and then went on a hunt to find things such as grass, leaves and sticks. The children found it very surprising that a sweet was also needed in the hotel.  This they discovered, was because it attracted the mini-beasts!
Year 1&2

On Science Day Years 1&2 explored the outdoors by working together with Foundation Stage to make bug hotels! They gathered materials and found a nice spot for the bugs to live. We also carried out an investigation to find out what makes the best paper areoplane and explored the properties of water through 
our escape the ice task!
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Year 3&4 

The class spent WOW Science Day following through their current work on Animals including Humans.  They asked the question “Does your height relate to the size of your feet and hands?” This resulted in lots of accurate measuring, recording and reporting. They also asked, “Are boys’ muscles stronger than girls’?. Here they tested how much water they could squeeze out of a bottle. They then carried out an experiment to see if more active people had a greater lung capacity by seeing how much water they could blow out of the bottle through the tube. (beautifully demonstrated by Freddie in the picture.) Finally, they learnt how to take their resting pulse and discovered what happened after 4 laps of running around the school field.

Year 5&6

Years 5&6 investigated Newton's Laws of Motion as part of their science day activities.  After investigating the theory behind forces, the children applied their knowledge to designing, building and testing balloon cars to prove Newton’s third law of ‘every action having an equal and opposite reaction’. They built prototypes and improved upon them by referring back to Newton's second law, realising that reducing mass would lead to greater acceleration. 

Tag Rugby 

On 22nd March the Years 3&4 and Year 5&6 Tag Rugby teams played in the Small & Rural Tag Rugby Festival at Hertford Rugby Club.  While both teams did well, the Years 5&6 team won 5 out of 6 games and were a credit to Thundridge School in their attitude and sportsmanship.  Years 3&4 fought well losing 2 and drawing 1.  Both squads played well.
